Envy (Jealous)

feeling or showing envy of someone or
their achievements and advantages

Boast

showing excessive pride and self-
satisfaction in one's achievements,
possessions, or abilities

Rude

offensively impolite or ill-mannered; having
a startling abruptness

Self-seeking
seeking only to further one's own interests
Provoked (Some versions have “Irritable”)

Incited to anger; having or showing a
tendency to be easily annoyed or made

angry

Record

the sum of the past achievements or
actions of a person or organization; a
person or thing's previous conduct or
performance

Does Not Delight In Evil

a high degree of gratification or pleasure
Bears

something difficult to do or deal with
Believes

to accept the word or evidence of; or, In the
Greek; to have faith

Hope

to desire with expectation of obtainment or
fulfillment

Perserveres
to persist in a state, enterprise, or

undertaking in spite of counterinfluences,
opposition, or discouragement
